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Abstract

Jewelry is one of the artistic crafts and works that humans have
innovated in their manufacturing techniques at various periods of life.
The jewelry discovered in archaeological sites reflects the level of artistic
and aesthetic taste of humans, as well as the social and economic status,
in addition to the religious beliefs of society at that time. Also, it
represents one of the civilized aspects of Mesopotamia

The aim of this research is to shed light on the ornaments discovered in
some archaeological sites within the project to rescue the antiquities of
the Haditha Dam Basin. It also highlights the diversity of jewelry forms
and the materials from which they are made, as well as other aspects that
accompany the discovery of a huge number of jewelry pieces in the sites
affiliated with the above project, due to the importance of these jewelry
pieces to the lives of the inhabitants of those sites in ancient times. It is
not limited to being an element of the external aesthetic appearance, but
rather extends beyond that to its relationship with other intellectual and
ideological concepts. Finally, the research focuses on studying ten pieces
of jewelry discovered in some sites of the Haditha Dam, which are
diverse in shape and material. The pieces are selected from the sites:
Telbis (its outbuilding and cemeteries), Jedaida, and Sur Jaraa
