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Abstract

This study examines unpublished cuneiform texts from the temple of Nabii-
Saharé in the city of Babylon, dating to the Neo-Babylonian period, discovered
during Iraqi archaeological excavations. The texts consist of supplicatory prayers
and invocations addressed to the god Nabii by individuals. These prayers reflect the
nature of social life and religious thought of the individual in Mesopotamia during
that period.
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
